Payment of Monthly Cash Medical Allowance

to the pensioners


In the context of contingencies of hospitalisation and the need to meet heavy expenditure, the pensioners and their valued organisation AIIPA, feels happy that the floater cover for the family unit has come in handy.

With advancing age, the pensioners and/or their spouses are prone to suffer ailments and compelled to go in for medical treatment. It is not always, cases where hospitalisation becomes imminent but they may have to have domiciliary treatment, visiting doctors, purchasing medicines, undergoing pathological or diagonostic tests without getting admitted.

It is common knowledge that pensioners have to spend large amounts for such treatment on every occasion they get sick and in certain cases of pensioners and/or their spouses, there are recurring cases of illnesses, either of the same nature or different, requiring medical attention.

The domiciliary treatment(s) to mitigate the agony and pain – physical and mental - also cast a burden on their finances and leave a hole in their income.

LIC, long back, recognising the need to compensate the employees on such medical expenses, introduced the concept of Annual Cash Medical Allowance and has also accepted this principle in relation to pre-1986 retirees and AIIPA wishes to thank the management.

Considering the fact pensioners of lower ages also  have to meet costs of domiciliary treatment from out of their pockets, AIIPA has been representing for grant of Cash Medical Allowance for all pensioners.

We may record here that, when a delegation of AIIPA met the officials on 21st February 2014 and raised this issue, the response was positive and decision was expected to be forthcoming at the earliest.

However, it seems the matter is still under the process of consideration. We, from the AIIPA, urge upon the management to fasttrack the consideration of the vital issue and decide to grant a substantial amount as Cash Medical Allowance effective April 2014.

We do hope, the spirit behind the representation and the urgency for its favourable decision will well be appreciated.
