Sanction of revised pension to Class I officers retired between 1.8.1992 and 31.7.1994
Ever since LIC, on the basis of Supreme Court/Punjab & Haryana High Court verdicts, had paid gratuity based on revised salary to the Class I Officers, who had retired between August 1,1992 and July 31,1994, AIIPA had been urging upon LIC that it was imperative for the LIC to grant  revised salary and pensionary benefits to these officers who had retired between August 1, 1992  and March 31, 1993.

The contention of the organisation was that, having recognised the revised scales of pay as the last drawn salary for purposes of gratuity, there was no way LIC could deny them revised salary and pension including revised commutation.

All India Insurance Pensioners’ Association had written to the management on 11th March 2009 (copy enclosed for your ready reference) and earlier, had also given an unsigned note but the LIC management was hesitant to implement.

The plea of the AIIPA went unheeded even after the Court verdict in favour of the officers and instead, LIC opted to go in for appeal to the Apex Court.

Now that the SLP in this regard has been dismissed by the Hon’ble Supreme Court, AIIPA demands implementation without further loss of time and pay revised salary for the period August 1992 to March 1993, sanction revised pension and Commutation Value effective November 1993 to these officers or their legal heirs.

Payment of enhanced gratuity and revised pension to officers retired between the period 1.8.1992 to 31.7.1994

It is a matter of concern that the pleadings of AIIPA remain unheeded for nearly six years though the GIPSA is legally and morally bound to concede the demand.

Officers of GIC and four Public Sector General Insurance Companies, who had retired between August 1, 1992 and July 31, 1994, had been denied their legitimate due  and GIPSA, it seems does not want to understand and appreciate the legal implications.  

Though AIIPA had been pursuing vigorously ever since similarly placed LIC officers were granted one of the benefits viz., revised gratuity, GIPSA had been  reluctant to decide on similar benefit under the pretext the Apex Court verdict only pertains to LIC and GIPSA technically need not  honour the verdict.

AIIPA had been pointing out that principles involved are the same and GIPSA’s view are not tenable. It is apparent that GIPSA is not ready to grant increased gratuity to affected officers or their legal heirs without a similar legally binding decision in respect of GIPSA.

GIPSA may be aware that the Court verdict in LIC case had granted interest on delayed payment and GIPSA, by delaying the decision, is only increasing its interest burden.

Our organisation had been urging upon  LIC for grant of revised salary and pension to a section of these officers and had also impressed upon GIPSA both on counts of gratuity, salary and pension.   

The decision not to grant these benefits by LIC challenged in Courts had reached a finality with SLP filed by LIC getting dismissed and now it has become imperative for  implementation and AIIPA has urged for immediate release of instructions.

In the present situation, the stand of the organisation has become fortified and it wants GIPSA not to procrastinate further but immediately decide on revised gratuity for all affected officers revised salary and pension to a section of these officers.

We do hope GIPSA will not usher in more excuses but grant the benefits to those entitled.
