Hence, while the AIIPA Office-bearers are required to reach Kanpur in the morning of 13th October 2014 and other comrades are advised to reach there on the 14th October 2014 morning positively. We once again urge upon the comrades to avoid early arrival and late departure from Kanpur as it would inconvenience both the organisers and the comrades.


Train reservations – As per present rules, train reservation is available 60 days in advance (excluding the day of travel), we advise our comrades to book their train tickets accordingly.
