Re : Resolutions Adopted in the 6th General Conference of AIIPA, including
Upgradation of Pension.

In our earlier circulars we have already informed that many resolutions were adopted in the 6th General conference of AIIPA held at Kanpur, both on issues affecting the unity, integrity and economy of the country as also on issues which are mundane to the Insurance Pensioners.


The conference after deliberating on the present scenario, both political and economic and also knowing the indomitable task before the insurance pensioners in getting improvement in the pension scheme, unanimously adopted the following resolutions :-

1)  Enhancement of quantum of ex-gratia to pre-1986 retirees and grant of monthly Cash Medical Allowance to pre-1986 GIC retirees. 
2)  Resolution on  improvements in Group Mediclaim Scheme.
3)  Resolution on attitude and approach of LIC & GIPSA to the issue of pensioners.

4)  Resolution on  economic policies of NDA Government.

5)  Resolution on full neutralization in Dearness Relief to Pre-01-08-1997 pensioners.

6)  Resolution on  National sovereignty and integrity.

7)  Resolution opposing FDI hike in insurance sector and the Insurance Laws Amendments Bill.

8)  Resolution on Organisation.

9)  Resolution on  Pension Updation.

10) Resolution on withdrawal of New Pension System and another option to join the Pension Scheme.

11) Resolution on merger of all Public Sector General Insurance Companies in one Corporation.


We may also inform that the resolutions have also been forwarded to the authorities concerned.


We find that rumours and misinformation are going around that AIIPA is not for pension updation and quoting the contents of the Case Note circulated in the conference out of context.  Forces inimical to the interests of the insurance pensioners are carrying on a campaign to malign the AIIPA. AIIPA finds no need to prove its credentials as the only organisation to safeguard and protect the pensioners interest. However to nail the lies being spread by the vested interests we have issued the circular.
AIIPA wishes to reassure that every organisational measures will be continued to resolve the issues of the insurance pensioners and the organisation is confident that with the backing and support of the scores of insurance pensioners who continue to repose faith and confidence in the organisation will be able to cross the hurdles and achieve many more benefits as it has done in the past.

Resolution on  Pension Updation
This Sixth All India Conference lf All India Insurance Pensioners’ Association held at Kanpur from October 14-16, 2014, firmly rejects the formulations of the Government that Pension Rules in insurance industry do not provide for updation and that pension payable is based on ten months’ average of the last drawn salary.

This Conference wishes to point out that, till the time the recommendations of the Fifth Central Pay Commission were accepted, the Central Government pensioners were also drawing pension on the basis of actual emoluments at the time of retirement as provided in Central Civil Pension Rules.

Based on the recommendations of V and VI Central Pay Commissions and accepted by the Government through issuance of Government orders, the Central Government pensioners became entitled to draw pension corresponding to the prevalent wage levels initially effective 1996 and again effective 2006.

This Conference notes that the terms of reference for the VII Central Pay Commission constituted last year includes updation of existing pension once new scales are recommended and accepted.

The best efforts of All India Insurance Pensioners’ Association to end discrimination have not been successful because of the adamant attitude of the Government standing on technicalities.

This Conference, noting the wide disparity in pension entitlement intra-insurance pensioners on the basis of date of retirement and the gross injustice meted out to the insurance pensioners vis-à-vis Central Government pensioners, demands of the Government to immediately revise the pension upwards for all pensioners at present wage levels and make a proviso for instant updation with future wage increase.

This Conference also implores the managements of LIC and GIPSA to effectively follow up as their ethical duty.
