Protest Demonstrations on 5th December, 2014 and Observation of Pensioners’

Day on 17th December 2014
All 11 Central Trade Unions and independent Unions and Associations met at New Delhi on 15th September, 2014. CTUs expressed deep concern at the reported move of NDA Government and number of State governments to amend labour laws which will seriously and adversely affect the working conditions of workers and employees and their trade union rights. Despite assurance of the Union Labour Minister, the amendments in labour laws are being pushed through parliament without prior consultation with the CTUs. 
Besides amendments to labour laws, government is fast moving ahead with FDI in Insurance, Defence, Railways and disinvestment/privatization/closure of PSUs. Also, the major demands of CTUs for which crores of workers went for 2 days strike on 20th and 21st Feb 2013 including demands of universal social security, minimum wages, strict implementation of Labour laws, scrapping National Pension System, are not given any importance by the government.
CTUs called for the workers to protest against the government’s anti labour policies and gave a call of National Protest day on 5th December 2014.
All units of AIIPA are advised to participate in the protest demonstrations held in their places along with AIIEA units as decided in the 6th General Conference of AIIPA at Kanpur.
17th December is observed as Pensioners’ day. We call upon all units to observe the day in befitting manner to further the cause of pensioners and strengthen the unity.
