Dear Comrades,

During the year we have achieved improvement in mediclaim facility with floater policy in place and 75% managements contribution to the mediclaim premium for PSGI pensioners.  Further many ailments and surgeries are included in cashless facility and for reimbursement without 24 hours hospitalization.

Though not to our expectations, increase in exgratia pension and cash medical allowance to pre 01-01-1986 retirees established legitimacy to our demand for substantial increase in exgratia pension and monthly cash medical allowance to all pensioners.
