ISSUES OF PUBLIC SECTOR GENERAL INSURANCE PENSIONERS
There are issues within the domain of GIPSA but for which, there has been no solutions, apart from issues that have to be taken up or pursued with the Government of India for solutions.
Even on issues, like Grant of uniform rate of Dearness Relief to pre-August 1997 pensioners, over which a Government’s decision is needed, GIPSA is hesitant, though there are strictly no legal barriers, that are supposed to rein in LIC.
All India Insurance Pensioners’ Association (AIIPA) has repeatedly demanded of GIPSA to grant Monthly Cash Medical Allowance to Pre-1986 retirees to meet out ever-increasing costs in the absence of a sustainable income in the form of Ex-Gratia and GIPSA is not inclined to look into the merit as has been done by LIC long back and continues to delay and deny.
Appreciating the outlook of GIPSA to maintain uniformity in service conditions during recent wage negotiations, AIIPA had urged upon uniformity in Monthly Cash Medical Allowance to pre-1986 retirees and spouses.
Referring to the need to compensate all Pensioners who have to incur heavy sums outside the ambit of hospitalisation and domiciliary hospitalisation, AIIPA has raised both with LIC and GIPSA, issue of grant of Cash Medical Allowance to pensioners and the response from GIPSA has not been forthcoming and we may state such benefits are available in analogous institutions and LIC, we hope is almost sure to concede with positive hints thrown.
Being a product of General Insurance Companies, Mediclaim for its own employees and pensioners should not be seen as an investment proposition but as a welfare measure, has been the theme of AIIPA and in consonance with this, AIIPA and AIIEA have requested to increase the coverage under Group Mediclaim and grant the benefit of full subsidy in premium for the Basic Sum insured.
AIIPA urges upon GIPSA: 
1. To take immediate decision with retrospective application on grant of monthly cash medical allowance to pre-1986 retirees and spouses that will provide some cushion to  bear domiciliary treatment expenses;
2. To decide on payment of Cash Medical Allowance to all pensioners in order that the medical expenses borne by the pensioner not covered under the Group Mediclaim Scheme are taken care of at least in part;
3. To concede the demand placed before GIPSA during wage talks by AIIEA and also by AIIPA earlier to increase the sum insured, both basic and optional and or grant full subsidy on premium.
We hope GIPSA will act with the urgency required!
