Dear Comrades,

We draw your attention to our circular nos. 13/2016 dated 9/5/2016, 16/2016 dated 4/6/2016 and 19/2016 dated 13/7/2016.

The circulars had very vividly communicated salient points on our W.P. before Delhi H.C. We had also explained our position as to why Secretariat of AIIPA decided to be party in the court case despite our earlier decision to persuade the issues organisationally.

 At the cost of repeatation we again give below the reason for AIIPA to plunge into the court case.

1)  The court cases of Jaipur H.C., Chandigarh H.C. and Delhi H.C. were only limited to implementation of LIC board resolution without government notification.

2)  Our stand all through was that govt. has absolute power to frame/amend service condition (including pension) of LIC employees. Our assessment is vindicated by the Supreme court in its order dated 31/03/2016.

3)  The window kept open by Supreme court to challenge constitutional validity of ‘Rule 3(A) of Appendix IV of Pension Rules’ in Delhi  H.C. is the opportunity to get not only 100% neutralisation for D.R. to pre 1/8/1997 retirees but also for those who retired from 1/8/1997 onwards and to the future retirees.

4)  Constitutional validity of any law can only be decided by court as such cannot be negotiated with management.

5)  Th S.C. has categorically observed that the managers of earlier cases at H.Cs had not persued the issue of constitutional validity efficiently.


All these major factors have forced AIIPA to file its W.P. so that interest of all pensioners and future retirees can be safeguarded, though we still believe that, but for the court cases, matter could have been settled much earlier.


The decision of AIIPA to be party to the court case is hailed by pensioners across the country and raised their hope that now satisfactory favourable judgement will benefit them.


After thorough study, AIIPA also decided that after getting favourable judgement for LIC pensioners, GIPSA will be approached to change pension rules as per the judgement and give similar benefits to General Insurance pensioners. If not conceded, AIIPA will go to court on the strength of favourable judgement for LIC pernsioners.

Comrades, Secretarial also assured financial burden on the organisation to fight court cases at Delhi H.C. and subsequently in Supreme court and if required for General Insurance pensioners and gave a call for collection of minimum Rs. 1000/- from each member (irrespective of LIC or general insurance, pre 1/8/1997 or later retirees).


So far we have received encouraging response from South zone and South Central zone units. Northern zone, Western zone, Central zone units are also responding with their contributions. Unfortunately response from North Central zone, East Central zone and Eastern zone and General Insurance units are disappointing.


We call upon all the units to mobilise the legal fund collection drive and remit their contributions at the earliest to AIIPA.


We had by our Cir no 2/2016 dated 18/1/2016 also called upon all members who retired after 1/8/2012 to donate liberally from the arrears of salary and pension received by them due to wonderful wage revision achieved by AIIEA. Now that their revision of pension is being done and many of them have already received benefits. We request all units to collect liberal donations from the beneficiaries and remit 50% of the collected amount to AIIPA, keeping 50% with the units.

Comrades, AIIPA assures all our members that we will strive hard to safeguard the interest of insurance pensioners and enhance the benefits.
