Re : 7th ALL INDIA CONFERENCE OF AIIPA - INAUGURAL 

SESSION FORMS PERFECT BACKDROP

The Occasion was solemn; the atmosphere was serene; the Assembly was sociable.


The confluence of Insurance Pensioners, old and oldest with indomitable spirit, in the lawns of Com. N M Sundaram Nagar (South Central Cultural Centre, Nagpur) raised its voice in unison “AIIPA Zindabad”, when Com M L Setiya, President, AIIPA, hoisted the flag of AIIPA.

The Leaders, Delegates and Observers, after floral tribute at Martyrs’ Column, entered Com R Govindarajan Hall, with a feeling of determination to carry on the tasks left behind by the two leaders.

From the Com R P Manchanda Manch, an eloquent tribute to Com.NMS and Com. RG, was offered by Com T K Chakraborty, General Secretary, AIIPA. Com Sundaram, a visionary beyond compare and a teacher in his own right and Com Govindarajan, a passionate orator and an educator were remembered with reverence by those present and two minutes silence was observed in memory of the two leaders and others who had left us.


With the Welcome Address by Prof Haribhau Kedar, Chairman, Reception Committee, the Inaugural Session of the Seventh All India Conference of All India Insurance Pensioners’ Association started.


Com Amanulla Khan, President, AIIEA, in his Inaugural Address, said that he has been assigned the task in the place of Com Tapan Sen, M.P [CPI(M)], who was in Tripura to defend Democracy and to ensure that attempts to create a wedge between Tribals and Non-Tribals by BJP for electoral gains do not succeed.


 Com Amanulla dwelt at length the current scenario and urged upon the participants to understand and appreciate the environs and said any decision for solution of issues in isolation will not be fruitful.


Insurance Pensioners, he said, should ponder over on what kind of India, they want to

hand over to posterity.


Com Amanulla told the House that Secularism and Democracy, the basic premise of our Constitution, were in jeopardy and the Constitution was under attack. One Union Minister openly declared that the present Constitution will be re-written.


The President of AIIEA talked about Directive Principles and said under Article 39, no concentration of wealth was envisaged and in the last year alone, 73% of the wealth generated was cornered by top 1% of people.


Reminding the audience how a promise to credit Rs.15 Lakhs to every Indian within 100 days of coming to power, remained a hollow promise, even after three and a half years. Com Amanulla exhorted the Delegates and Observers to understand how real issues were forgotten, how the Media reacted pro-Government, how passions were raised on communal issues and how people were sought to be divided on religious and caste lines.


Referring to the agrarian crisis, he said, farmers suicides have become the order of the

day and there were no efforts to alleviate their sufferings.


He explained that more than 15 Lakh jobs were lost in the aftermath of demonetisation and how small scale industries and informal sector were struggling under the impact of GST.


Elaborating on the contours of our populace, Com Amanulla said the about 65% of the people were under 25 years of age, hoping for an expanded job market and a good chunk of 12 crores were above 60 years desiring a social security net. With shrinking job opportunities, the youth were facing a bleak future and with only a miniscule of over 3 crore workers entitled to pensionary benefit, the social security scenario was alarming.


The social ethos and cultural horizons are sought to be blunted by vested interests, with powers that be, remaining mute spectators.


Com Amanulla Khan stressed that the task before the Insurance Pensioners was to defend Democracy, Secularism and their own industry, if their interests and well being are to be protected.


The President of AIIEA assured the support of all employees for the endeavours of AIIPA.

Com V Ramesh, General Secretary, AIIEA, in his address, pointed out how BJP Leaders felt Public Sector was the root cause of all problems, how the Government policies affected the workers and why it was necessary to fight against these policies. Com Ramesh said that Insurance Employees believed in the philosophy of struggle, irrespective caste, creed or religion for achievement of their demands. The Inaugural Session was also greeted by leaders of fraternal Organisations. Thus the Inaugural Session formed the perfect backdrop with a clear message for the deliberations of the Conference.
