                         Re: LET US UNITE ON BROADER PLATFORM AND FIGHT

The  Nagpur Conference of All India Insurance Pensioners’ Association held from 11th to 13th February, 2018, strongly felt that Insurance Pensioners have for long been deprived of benefits that are just and have been discriminated against vis a vis Central Government Pensioners though the Rules are akin for both.

Such a situation was the direct off-shoot of the policies of the Central Government, the Conference noted and declared that any decision for realisation of demands, being immune to the political, economic and social environs prevalent,   shall not bring about desired results. The deliberations by the Delegates and intervention by the Leaders in the conference clearly sought to underscore the need to align ourselves with democratic movements if we are to succeed.

Pension, as a Social Security Benefit, was sparse even among the organised working class, leave alone the unorganised sector.  The Government whether UPA Government or NDA Government  was keen to abridge the rights of the workers, through legislative and other steps.

The substitution of Defined Pension Scheme by the Defined Contribution Scheme for new recruitments from 2004 in Central Government and from 2010 in Financial Sector, has altogether taken away the social security concept and the savings are subjected to vagaries of the market. As a result, the space for Index linked Pension has shrunk, with no additions and only exits. However there has been widespread struggles, against New Pension System(NPS) with the demand for  restoration of the earlier one.

Considering all these aspects, the AIIPA Conference decided that Insurance Pensioners should be in the vanguard to mobilise forces against the government’s policies in general and against dilution of the concept of social security. The Conference noted there were vast sections without pensionary benefit and it was time to organise them, through Seminars and Conventions in major centres so as to build a powerful movement.

Factoring in the stalemate,   on our issues and appreciating the immediate necessity to take on the Government, through a strong and ideologically equipped Organisation, the Nagpur Conference focussed, on the question of expanding the sphere of  AIIPA, in terms of numbers, in terms of educating the members and in terms of creating more and more cadres.

March 28, the date on which All India Insurance Pensioners’ Association(AIIPA) was christened, was felt to be the appropriate occasion for this purpose.

AIIPA calls upon all Units to observe the day successfully with huge congregation of members, explain the decisions of the Conference and pass Resolution pledging to fight for our rights, demanding of the authorities, for favourable consideration of issues projected and to rededicate ourselves for the cause of the Organisation. The Draft Resolution is enclosed.

All India Insurance Employees’ Association and Class I Officers Federation has given a call of ONE-HOUR walkout strike preceding lunch hour on 28th March, 2018. Their strike is for the demand of early negotiations on wage revision, one more option for Pension and other demands. Comrades AIIEA in its charter of demands asked for improvement in pension scheme 1995 and revision of pension with every wage revision. Our demand of pension updation is also related to wage revision of employees and officers as, if there is no revision of wages then there is no pension updation. Since our programme of observing foundation day of AIIPA on 28th March concides with the calls of inservice employees and officers strike, AIIPA calls upon all our units to synchronise our programmes with them.


The Organisation/AIIPA urges upon Leaders and Cadres at local levels Especially at major centres, to take steps to organise Seminars and Conventions on the issue of Pension, as social security, at the earliest, roping in a good chunk of affected people.

Needless to add that AIIPA Units should work in close co ordination with Organisation of In- service Employees and Officers.
