Re: AIIPA’s REQUEST TO GO BY THE SPIRIT
“AIIPA earnestly hopes the intentions enshrined in the LIC Board Resolution and those exhibited when the favourable inclination was on the anvil, are brought to fruition and all pre-August 1997 Pensioners and/or their legal heirs enjoy what is their legitimate due even before the next hearing in the Hon’ble Supreme Court”.

These are the expressions used in our earlier letter dated August 13, 2018, to drive home the point that LIC should accept the spirit of the judgement of the Hon’ble Delhi High Court of 27th April 2017, while fulfilling its undertaking before the Apex Court.

We had hoped, LIC would consider our representation with all earnestness it deserves. However, LIC had only chosen to go by the letter and had issued instructions on August 18, 2018, stayed the operation thereof for a while and had come out with fresh instructions on September, 1, 2018.

While the first letter to the Zonal Managers had belied the hopes of vast section of Pre-August 1997 Pensioners who have been denied any benefit, the latest one has thrown even the eligible section of Pre-August 1997 pensioners in despair. 
The deposit of amounts into the Courts, release of 20% under impugned judgements and payment of 40% interim relief as per directions of the Hon’ble Supreme Court were all done, effective August 1997 and that spirit should have been held over.

The Management, based on its interpretation of date of First Writ Petition, decided to pay the difference in Dearness Relief from January 29, 2007, initially in full and now with adjustment of Interim Relief paid.

In this exercise, Para 107(ii) and 108 of the Delhi High Court Judgement, have been quoted and AIIPA feels, LIC through its action has, after giving hopes, has resorted to undermining the confidence of the comity of pensioners.

The Judgement states that the interim relief paid shall not be refunded. However LIC has chosen to adjust the interim relief in full.

Without prejudice to our right to challenge, both legally and organisationally, the recovery of Interim Relief paid from 1.8.1997 in full from the arrears of Dearness Relief payable from 29th January 2007, we would like to point out that it is against the directions of the Delhi High Court Judgement on non-recovery of Interim Relief paid, more so, in respect of periods for which they were not granted any relief.

AIIPA reiterates its position that LIC, by not going on appeal against and deciding to implement the Delhi High Court Verdict, has accepted, in principle, existence of discrimination between Pre and post-August 1997 Pensioners.

AIIPA, therefore, demands of the LIC to ensure the concept of Uniform Rate of Dearness Relief, is applied to all Pre-August 97 pensioners, to end discrimination from the date it emanated, namely August 1, 1997 and accepted as such by LIC, in the matter of payment of 40%, at the earliest and in the interim, implement Delhi High Court Judgement of 27th April 2017 in proper perspective.

AIIPA sincerely believes LIC will solve this issue to the best satisfaction of all.
