Re: Group Medi-Claim Policy for 2019-20- Request for intervention
AIIPA feels disturbed that none of its representations as regards Group Medi-Claim for 2019-20 made during the discussions on February,12, 2019 have been considered favourably at the time of renewal and it seems both the LIC and the Insurer have chosen not to appreciate the merits of our arguments.
As if to add insult to injury, Premium Rates have been hiked by 13.72% with no improvements in the Group Mediclaim Scheme and AIIPA expresses its strong protest over the move.
As per our knowledge and understanding, Premium Rates are based on claims experience of the three earlier years excluding the one immediately preceding and for all these years Floater Policy has been in vogue. With a major of chunk of beneficiaries opting for higher optional Sum Insured with no subsidy in premium, we feel the claims made, might not have been adverse to warrant a hike and that too by a steep 13.72%. In the past few years, the premium rates have been stationary and that vouchsafes normal claim ratio.
AIIPA demands of the LIC Management to share the nuances that went into negotiations leading to premium increase and demands to maintain status-quo now.
Our demand for increase in compulsory Sum Insured and or 100% subsidy in premium is in the realm of the Management and on which too, the Management has not been positive. We demand in the context of premium increase to concede the reasonable demand.
Inclusion of Dental Care and cost of Hearing Aids has been the persistent demand that have been negatived and AIIPA urges upon for immediate coverage without any extra cost.
One more option to get enrolled under Group Mediclaim Scheme has not been given due consideration, leaving the left out pensioners in the lurch and AIIPA is of the firm opinion that the proposal has not been viewed from the humanitarian angle. Even as business proposition, it is the considered belief that it won’t tantamount to adverse selection. AIIPA demands that option be granted to join the scheme immediately.
We are sure LIC was and is aware of the ever increasing costs of domiciliary treatment, casting heavy burden and that was the reason of the commitment made earlier, that has not been honoured.
AIIPA is happy that the spirit behind, had caught the imagination of LIC Management and increase in Monthly  Cash Medical Allowance for Pre -1986 retirees has been announced, The Organisation expects LIC would immediately extend the  rationale to all pensioners and Monthly Cash Medical Allowance  granted immediately.
AIIPA finds limits prescribed for Room Rent and consequently other benefits, is incongruous considering the ground realities.
AIIPA urges upon LIC, to pursue with the Insurer to substantially increase the limits and also de-link the same from the eligibility for expenses on Doctor’s Fee etc., as actuals incurred are normally reimbursable. 
AIIPA has taken  time to  address its concerns after due consideration though more than a week has passed after instructions and Organisation hopes that LIC in a dispassionate  manner take decisions that will earn the goodwill of  the fraternity of LIC Pensioners.
