All India Insurance Pensioners’ Association(AIIPA), comprising of pensioners of public sector insurance industry, who in their heydays,have contributed to its progress and prosperity,   strongly protests against the government's pronouncements of disinvestment in core sectors and anti-worker amendments in Labour laws and expresses its wholehearted support to the Protest Action by Central Trade Unions on May, 22, 2020.
This Protest, justified as it is, because of the anti -people policies of the Central and State Governments, comes in the wake of unprecedented attacks on the workers in recent times.  
The Outbreak of Corona has in its trail brought about job losses, closures and unmitigated difficulties to toiling people, mainly migrant workers and those in unorganised sector.These have been cascading effects after demonetisation and implementation of GST.

Already, Disinvestment process in General Insurance has begun and listing of LIC is on the anvil.
AIIPA is of the firm opinion that all the measures supposedly for revival of the economy in the backdrop of Covid 19, will hit the workers hard and will be against the grain of self- reliant India, as professed by the Leaders of the Government.
Our Organisation feels the only way to take the country’s economy forward is to put more money in the hands of the people especially migrant and unorganised workers  that will push up the demand for goods and services.
