Virtual meeting  of AIIPA Office bearers

An emergency (virtual) meeting of office bearers of AIIPA was held on 2nd March 2022. Com. Ashok Tiwari, President, AIIPA presided over the meeting.

 Com. T.K.Chakraborty, General Secretary, AIIPA could not attend the meeting, due to sudden demise of his mother. Com. J.Gurumurti(V.P.), Com. P.K.Sharma(J.S.)Com. P.Bagchi(J.S) and Com. Subhash Mitra (V.P.) also could not attend the meeting due to personal reasons.

The meeting paid homage to all those who died after the last office bearers meeting due to various reasons. In the absence of General Secretary, the agenda for the meeting was introduced and discussions were initiated by Joint Secretaries Com. K.S.Sapate and Com. Bhaskar Somayaji.

The present situation ravaged by the war between Ukraine and Russia, the effects of war on India, the most significant five important state elections in India, the slowly receding threat of COVID situation and the disappointing budget, which did not address any of the burning problems of common people, were all reported by Com. Bhaskar Somayaji and discussed in the meeting.

The LIC IPO issue and the government’s decision to push it with a great hurry was discussed, with very deep concern and anguish. The government is bulldozing the public opinion, notwithstanding the opinions of leading economists, and personalities, political parties and the report of people’s commission and proceeding with IPO of LIC.

There is a pressure on LIC, SEBI and other connected institutions to accelerate the process of IPO. The cabinet has also approved the proposal of 20 per cent FDI.

The meeting noted the struggle lead by AIIEA, had some success. It’s heartening to note Chief Minister’s of Kerala, Andhra Pradesh, Telangana and Tamilnadu opposed the LIC IPO vehemently. Besides this, most of the opposition parties deplored the government decision on LIC disinvestment, to cover the budget deficit. Due to the resistance to its move, the government is forced to assure the sovereign guarantee, and also 51% government share in LIC all the time. Even though these are positive developments, it’s the continuous struggle of employees along with the people of this country, which can only save this institution built in the last 66 years. 

The meeting expressed unhappiness regarding the attitude of Management in calling the unions to scuttle the agitational program of Joint Front. Even though AIIPA is disappointed by three union’s decision, we hope that united movement will continue to save this gigantic task of saving the LIC. AIIPA decided to support all struggles of AIIEA against IPO of LIC. Com. Ashok Tewari, President, Com. M.L.Sethiya, Vice President, Com. P.K.Sharma, Joint Secretary, AIIPA, will participate in the Dharna against IPO of LIC at Jantar Mantar, New Delhi on 5th March 2022.

Regarding the deferred Silver Jubilee Year Conference of AIIPA, the meeting heard the views, opinion and report on ground situation of Bangalore from Com. Bhaskar Somayaji, J. S. who reported on behalf of hosting Bangalore Comrades, the meeting unanimously decided to have a full fledged Conference as early as possible, preferably in the last week of May or first week of June 2022. Considering the waning intensity of COVID, all eligible elected delegates will be allowed to attend but no observer or accompanying attendant will be allowed. It was also decided to have conference for three days. Since the above decisions will naturally escalate the cost of hosting the conference, the meeting decided to augment resources through collection of contributions. It was decided to hold Central Committee Meeting (virtual) as early as possible, to concretise the decisions.

Com.K.Natarajan, Vice President, gave a brief on 

1. Supreme Court case. (AIIPA S. L. P. tentatively listed (computer generate) on 30th March, 2022, and AIIPA will effectively put up arguments when the case is taken up for hearing in S. C.) ; 

2. Family pension (Though LIC had sent its recommendations long back, Central Govt. for its own reasons holding it back without issuing notification and AIIPA’s repeated communications to Govt. have not evoked any response. AIIPA will continue with its efforts to help the family pensioners to enjoy the fruits of uniform family pension as early as possible.

3. LIC Group Mediclaim: AIIPA had written to LIC in January,2022 for rationalising the premium, increasing the basic sum insured, one more otion to all those who are not covered to join the scheme etc. Payment of cash medical allowance to all pensioners has also been demanded. All these issues will continue to be actively pursued by AIIPA.

4. He also informed on the significant achievement of AIIPA in general insurance sector regarding loading of premium for Group Mediclaim etc, due to consistent and continuous efforts of our comrades of AIIPA.AIIPA also meticulously pursued regarding submission of Life Certificate.

He further assured that individual and group issues of pensioners are being pursued for solutions. All office bearers participated in the discussions and the decisions were unanimous.

The president, in his presidential address, dwelt the socio-economic issues faced by the country. The meeting ended with the vote of thanks by President.
